Dangerous phthalates in pushbike handles
(Prague, October 10, 2012) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority detected another product which poses a risk of health damage to its users, i.e. to children. The handles of the “Prime NEW” pushbike were made of soft plastic which contained the illicit amount of phthalates, namely 22 times higher amount than allowed by the limit for toys. The CTIA banned selling of this risky product and transferred the finding to the sanitarians that would check the health hazard.

The laboratory tests proved the excessive rate of di(2-ethylhexyl)phthalate DEHP in the amount of 2.2% in the handles of the pushbike (according to the requirement of the Regulation of the European Parliament and the Council 1907/2006 it shall not exceed the rate of 0.1%).

Phthalates are not tightly bound to soft plastic material and thus release to the environment. These substances are strongly lipophilic. The human body absorbs the phthalates through the skin resorption, breathing or through food. The effects on person’s health caused by exposition to phthalates differ in individual compound depending on timing and the amount of the dosage. Developing organisms, children’s organisms in this respective case, are more sensitive to the exposition of phthalates than mature organisms. Male genitals are extremely sensitive in the stage of development although effects of phthalates on livers, kidneys, lungs, and blood clotting are dangerous as well. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority banned selling of this product and the distributor subsequently took action and withdrew the product from the market. The detection of the product’s health harmfulness was transferred to the appropriate body of public health protection.
