Fuels: Maximal fine for Oil Group, s. r. o. 

(Prague, December 6, 2012) On November 27, 2012, the order of the Director of the Středočeský and Prague Inspectorate of the CTIA came to force imposing a fine in the maximal amount of 5 million CZK to the Oil Group, s. r. o. company for selling poor quality fuels at the filling station Oil Group in Bubenečská Street in Prague 7 – Holešovice. The filling station was closed during a control on September 3, 2012. In the consequence with the previously imposed fine for poor quality motor petrol BA-95 amounting to 2 million CZK, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority submitted a suggestion to remove the trading licence from the Oil Group, s. r. o. company. 
The maximal amount of fine was imposed for the repeated sale of extremely poor quality fuels. Within the controls on July 30 and September 13, there motor petrol samples were taken including none which would meet the requirements of the appropriate legal regulations because each of them breached the standard ČSN EN 228 in several parameters. The analysis of the taken motor petrol samples showed significant deviations from several parameters of distillation test and serious deviations from the composition. The parameters of ethane and methane suggested suspicions of illegal manipulation with the fuels. 
Consumers were seriously harmed by the sale of each of the respective fuels significantly deviating from the binding quality parameters. In addition, the consequences of the use of poor quality fuels can take shape only after a longer period of time. Consumers have the right for quality products but they are indeed not able to defend purchases of poor quality fuel because they do not have the possibility to check it first. 
The company is obliged to pay the fine amounting to 5 million CZK in the time period of 30 days after the order comes into force. If the company fails to do so within the provided time limit, the fine will be enforced by the appropriate customs office.
The motor petrol BA Super 95 sold on July 30, 2012, failed the following parameters:

· distilled content at 100°C (the detected rate of 83.0% V/V exceeded the provided maximum of 73.0% V/V)
· ethanol (the detected rate of 44.8% V/V exceeded the provided maximum of 5.2% V/V)
· oxygen by calculation (the detected rate of 17.12% m/m exceeded the provided maximum of 2.9% m/m)
Mixed motor petrol sample sold from the green tank on September 13, 2012, failed the following parameters: 
· distilled content at 70°C (the detected rate of 24.4% V/V failed to reach the provided minimum of 19.0% V/V)
· distilled content at 100°C (the detected rate of 25.6% V/V failed to reach the provided minimum of 45.0% V/V)
· distilled content at 150°C (the detected rate of 48.5% V/V failed to reach the provided minimum of 74.0% V/V)
· end of distillation (the detected value of 34.4°C exceeded the provided maximum of 214.0°C)
· density at 15°C (the detected amount of 858.3 kg/m3 exceeded the provided maximum of 776.0 kg/m3)

· methanol (the detected rate of 21.1% V/V exceeded the provided maximum of 3.2% V/V)
· oxygen by calculation (the detected rate of 11.32% m/m exceeded the provided maximum of 2.9% m/m)

The motor petrol sample sold from the black tank on September 13, 2012, failed the following parameters:
· distilled content at 100°C (the detected rate of 43.2% V/V failed to reach the provided minimum of 45.0% V/V)

· distilled content at 150°C (the detected rate of 55.4% V/V failed to reach the provided minimum of 74.0% V/V)

· end of distillation (the detected value of  333.5°C exceeded the maximum of 214.0°C)

· distillation residue (the detected rate of 2.8% V/V exceeded the provided maximum of 2.0% V/V)

· density at 15°C (the detected amount of 813.1 kg/m3 exceeded the provided maximum  of 776.0 kg/m3)

· methanol (the detected rate of 11.3% V/V exceeded the provided maximum of 3.2% V/V)

· ethanol (the detected rate of 6.9% V/V exceeded the provided maximum of 5.2% V/V)

· oxygen by calculation (the detected rate of 9.07% m/m exceeded the provided maximum of 2.9% m/m)
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
