Procurement of secondary raw materials – unfair and with uncertified scales
(Partial report of the first quarter 2013)
(Prague, May 2, 2013) The results of the inspections of secondary raw materials procurement showed defects in one third of the checked workplaces during the past two years. Therefore this control action has been included among the annual actions of the CTIA. During the first quarter of 2013, the inspectors checked totally 79 workplaces and detected breaches of the obligations as provided by the appropriate legal regulations in almost 30% of cases. “The most frequent breaches related to the fairness of sale, use of uncertified measuring tools and failures to meet the information obligations related to the prices of procurement and other services,” the Director General of the CTIA Vladimír Velčovský summarized. 
In the period from January 1 to March 31, 2013, totally 79 workplaces were checked in the frame of the control action focused on the inspection of secondary raw materials procurement. Breaches of the generally binding regal regulations were detected in 23 inspections, i.e. 29.1% of all the inspections carried out.

Detected breaches, taken actions and sanctions
The inspectors most frequently detected breaches of the fair sale principles that are stipulated in the Act on Consumer Protection (11 cases) and failures to provide information about the prices of the offered services, i.e. prices for the procurement of secondary raw materials (5 cases). 

In 8 cases, the Act on the CTIA was breached when the use of uncertified measuring tools was detected. Bans on use of 8 pieces of measuring tools were imposed until remedy. 

The directors of the individual inspectorates imposed 18 fines amounting to 122,500 CZK in total on the grounds of the proven deficiencies. The other proceedings have not finished, yet. 
Conclusion
The control of the secondary raw materials procurement centres was focused not only on the abidance with the legal regulations in the inspection competency of the CTIA, but also on the compliance with the obligations as provided by the Act on Wastes. Within these controls the CTIA cooperates with other surveillance authorities, especially the Czech Environmental Inspectorate and the Police of the Czech Republic, because the results of these controls can potentially lead to the detection of persons engaged in criminal activity. However, no breach of the Act on Wastes was detected within the CTIA inspection of the first quarter of 2013. 
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
