Laser pointer LASER LDE KEY is dangerous
(Prague, July 25, 2013) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority alerts consumers that a LED laser pointer with carbine posing very serious risk of eye damage is sold in the internal market. “Expert opinion showed that the intensity of the laser ray significantly exceeded the maximal acceptable radiation dose to which human eyes can be exposed. The product probably originated in China and is not marked with any warnings against laser radiation nor information about the laser class. It is very dangerous to children,” the Director General of the CTIA Vladimír Velčovský said about the risks resulting from incorrect use of the respective product. 
We speak about the following product:

Laser pointer – LASER LDE KEY

Country of origin: labelling suggests that it is China
Bar code: 0042000003445

It is a LED light with 9 cm long round laser pointer available in red, blue or black with green stripe on the top (see the picture). Two drivers for switching between the LED light (off/on/flashing light), and the laser are on the light body. Carbine is a part of the product. 
Manufacturer is unknown. These laser pointers were offered in a common box marked “LASER LDE KEY, Multi-functional flashlight“. The following text was on the back side of the box: ITEM No: NM344, malou baterku, země původu Čína, dovozce CZ, CE“, bar code: 0042000003445, and the picture of the plan of the laser pointer with placement of batteries.
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Hazards
Measurement proved that the intensity of laser radiation significantly exceeds the maximal acceptable radiation dose to which human eyes can be exposed. The product is not marked with any information that would warn users against laser radiation or information about the laser classification. The product poses a serious risk of eye damage especially to children. 
Taken measures
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority immediately banned further sale of the product and decided about immediate withdrawal of the LED light with laser pointer LASER LDE KEY from the market. After complete documentation had been elaborated, the product was notified in the international alert system RAPEX.
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
