CTIA inspections with minor shortcomings at filling stations
(Monitoring of fuel quality – July 2014)

(Praha, August 22, 2014) Summer is high and Czechs have become a moving nation – they travel both on their own and in public transport and the need for fuels also remained the same for regular transport and other services. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority has a good news for all users of motor vehicles – in July it detected noncompliance with quality requirements only in 2 diesel fuel samples of all 222 collected motor fuel samples. In both cases it detected less significant shortcomings – lower value of flash point. Despite the positive results, inspectors continue monitoring and inspecting fuel quality. 

In compliance with provisions of applicable legal regulations (Act No. 311/2006 Coll. on Fuels and Decree No. 133/2010 Coll.) the Czech Trade Inspection Authority monitored and inspected quality of fuels at filling stations on the territory of the Czech Republic in July. Samples of automotive petrol, diesel fuel, diesel fuel blend, bio fuel, LPG, CNG, and Ethanol E85. 

Inspection results
The total number of 222 samples of motor fuels were collected and inspected during July and only 2 samples of diesel fuel (0.9% of the total number of samples) failed the determined quality requirements.

Diesel fuel
In July, in total 104 diesel fuel samples were collected at filling stations and only two of them failed the quality requirements as stipulated in the applicable technical standard. Laboratory analysis of both samples showed deviations concerning the quality indicator flash point. Measured values didn’t reach 53.0°C which is the minimal value of this quality indicator (stipulated in the technical standard ČSN EN 590 – diesel fuel) when measurement uncertainty was taken into account. Other analysed samples of diesel fuel met the requirements concerning all quality indicators. 
Bio ingredients in fuels
Laboratory analysis didn’t show any violation of the upper acceptable limit of content of bio ingredients in the inspected fuels. Content of fatty acid methyl ester was inspected in 104 samples of diesel fuel. Content of ethanol was inspected in 87 samples of automotive petrol. 
Conclusion
Analysis of collected samples of diesel fuel proved deviations from standards in 2 diesel fuel samples. Rate of poor quality fuels in July has significantly decreased from 3.8% to 0.9% when compared with June. After several months no sample of LPG for engine with excessive sulphur content was detected and the rate of poor quality samples decreased from 15% to 0. Improvement also concerned automotive petrol, diesel fuel blend and diesel fuel.
