Worse results of fuel inspections in November 

(Monitoring of fuel quality in November 2014) 


(Prague, December 19, 2014) In November, CTIA inspectors detected in total 9 poor quality samples of gasoline, diesel, LPG for engine as well as FAME. Most serious violation of quality, excessive content of sulphur, was again detected in 2 samples of LPG for engine. Deviations detected in other 6 samples of petrol, diesel fuel and FAME were evaluated as less serious. CTIA inspectors prohibited selling of 5,733 litres of poor quality samples in the total value of 166,008.50 CZK. Samples of fuels will be collected and inspected until the last day of the year. 
Monitoring of fuel quality was carried out in compliance with the Act on Fuels (provision of section 7 par. 2 letter a) of the Act No. 311/2006 Coll.), and Decree No. 133/20010 Coll. at filling stations on the territory of the Czech Republic. Collected samples of automotive petrol, diesel fuel, diesel fuel blend, bio fuel, LPG, CNG, and Ethanol E85 were handed over to laboratory analysis. 

9 of the total number of 249 samples of motor fuels collected and inspected in November failed quality requirements stipulated in applicable technical standards, i.e. 3.6%.
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Defects were detected concerning two automotive petrol samples, three diesel fuel samples, two FAME samples as well as two samples of LPG for engine.
Automotive petrol
During the monitored period, CTIA inspectors collected in total 95 samples of automotive petrol and laboratory analysis showed deviations in two cases. Both samples failed the quality indicator distillation test – end of distillation. Value of 232.4°C was measured within the first sample and 218.7 concerning the other one (maximal value is 214.0°C when measurement uncertainty is taken into account). Other 93 samples met quality parameters in pursuit to ČSN EN 228 - Automotive Fuels – Gasoline – Requirements and Test Methods.
Diesel fuel
In November, 116 diesel fuel samples were collected and inspected. Three of them failed quality requirements of applicable technical standard. Laboratory analysis of one sample showed deviation concerning sulphur content (detected value was 14.7 mg/kg while maximal value is 12.0 mg/kg when measurement uncertainty is taken into account). Two diesel fuel samples failed the quality indicator flash point – measured value of the first sample was 47.5°C and 49.0°C was the value of the other one (minimal value is 53.0°C when measurement uncertainty is taken into account). The other inspected and analysed diesel fuel samples met quality indicators stipulated in technical standard ČSN EN 590 - Automotive fuels – Diesel – Requirements and Test Methods.
FAME

In total 4 samples of this organic fuel were collected and inspected, including two in which deviations from quality parameters were detected. One sample failed concerning two quality parameters at once – FAME content (measured value was 93.1% m/m when minimal acceptable value is 94°m/m when measurement uncertainty is taken into account) and flash point (measured value was 78.0°C when minimal acceptable value is 94.5°C when measurement uncertainty is 94.5°C). The other sample failed quality indicator flash point (measured value was 80.0°C). Remaining samples met requirements for all monitored quality indicators. 
LPG for engine
2 of 24 collected and inspected samples of LPG for engine failed quality requirements of applicable technical standard. In both cases, laboratory analysis showed higher values of sulphur content, namely 72.0 mg/kg and 73.0 mg/kg (maximal value of this quality indicator is 60.0 mg/kg when measurement uncertainty is taken into account). As well as in the previous months, such deviations could have been caused by different composition caused by production defect or intentional manipulation with the fuel. 
Bio fuels 
In November 2014, fatty acid methyl ester was inspected in 116 samples of diesel duel. Ethanol content in automotive petrol was inspected in 95 samples. Violation of upper acceptable limit of bio ingredients was not detected in any case of laboratory analysis. 
Imposed measures
In November, two cases resulted in measures pursuit to provision of section 7 par. 1 letter b) of the Act No. 64/1986 Coll. on Czech Trade Inspection Authority concerning prohibition of selling motor fuels that failed to comply with special legal regulations. Prohibition of selling was imposed on 5,425 litres of FAME amounting to 154,612.50 CZK and 308 litres of automotive petrol BA 91 Special amounting to 11,396 CZK.

Conclusion
Analysis of fuel samples collected in November 2014 showed deviations from quality standards in 9 cases, meaning that the quality of fuels worsened from 3.1% to 3.6% in the monitored period when compared with October 2014. Quality worsened concerning automotive petrol, diesel fuel, and FAME. Rate of poor quality samples decreased concerning the alternative fuel LPG for engine as well as diesel fuel blend (DFB 30).
