Inspectors imposed fines before Easter 

(Ostrava, April 9, 2015) In the pre-Easter period officers of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority paid attention to inspections of sale of traditional assortment, including various decorative products with spring and Easter motives, in the Moravian-Silesian and Olomouc Regions. They detected shortcomings in 40 of 88 inspections, i.e. in 45.5% of cases. “Less serious findings resulted in 24 on-the-spot fines amounting to 26.500 CZK in total. Administrative proceedings will be launched with 16 inspected persons,” said Boris Stabryn, the Director of the CTIA Inspectorate seated in Ostrava. 
The following violations of the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection were most frequently proven to sellers: 

· Breaches of information obligations about products were detected within 17 inspections;
· Consumer was not informed about prices in required manner in 9 cases;

· Violations of principles of fairness of sale were proven in 6 cases;
· Bill of purchase with all requirements was not issued on consumer’s request in 6 cases. 

Inspectors detected violations of obligations stipulated by the Act on Technical Requirements for Products (Act No. 22/1997 Coll.) within 8 inspections. Products without required labelling were discovered in 4 workplaces and products illegally labelled with CЄ marking were detected in other 4 workplaces. 
Prohibition of further sale until remedy would be made was imposed on 816 pieces of Easter assortment amounting to 29,243 CZK in total which included candles, ceramics and other products that failed conditions for being placed on the market. Prohibition of sale was also imposed on use of 1 piece of scales without valid certification.

24 on-the-spot fines amounting to 26,500 CZK were imposed for detected less serious shortcomings. Other 16 inspected persons will be imposed fines in administrative proceedings. 
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
