CTIA didn’t let 5,000 scooters to EU internal market
(Prague, September 23, 2015) CTIA cooperates with administration offices concerning statements on letting consumer goods into the EU internal market in cases when appropriate administration office is asked for expert opinion. Last of these was a request made by the Customs Office of the Capital of Prague concerning physical inspection of children’s folding scooters imported by the company Marika, s. r. o. After inspection of a particular parcel on the premises of the customs office, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority issued negative statement concerning letting the product into free circulation because its importer didn’t provide any documents about the way in which imported toys were assessed. 

Based on a request by the Customs Office of the Capital of Prague, on September 21, 2015, officers of the CTIA seated in Prague carried out a physical inspection of children’s folding scooters imported by the company Marika, s. r. o. In the customs area, children’s folding scooters were detected that were manufactured and marked in the same way as indicated by photos previously sent by the Customs Office. Scooters without any marking were packed in a foil. This was how they were put into paper boxes labelled only with the address of the company Marika, s. r. o., and number 5279. These toys were not labelled with obligatory warnings, instructions for use and safety information. Identification data about manufacturer and CE marking of conformity were also missing on the products. The product was not placed on the market and hence samples were not collected for safety assessment. 

Products failed labelling requirements for scooters and safety warnings stipulated in the applicable technical standard (ČSN EN 71 – 1:2011 +A3:2014 Safety of Toys – Part 1 Mechanical and physical properties) and thus fail elementary safety requirements for toys pursuant to the Government Order No. 86/2011 Coll. that lays down technical requirements for toys. Toys can be only placed on the market when meeting elementary safety requirements. It was also discovered that importer didn’t provide documents about how the product’s assessment was carried out.
With regard to the above mentioned flaws the CTIA issued a negative statement concerning letting the product into free circulation, i.e. on the EU internal market.
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
