Fuel quality was almost without defects in September
(Monitoring of fuel quality – September 2015)
(Prague, October 19, 2015) In September 2015, one of 238 fuels samples collected by the Czech Trade Inspection Authority failed determined quality requirements. It was a sample of the petrol “Super” with lower octane number than determined by the applicable technical standard and it failed the distillation test. These defects cause imperfect fuel burning and hence higher consumption. Violation of the upper acceptable limit of content of organic ingredients was not detected in monitored fuel samples. Despite rather positive results, inspections of motor fuels will continue. 
In September 2015, CTIA officers carried out inspections and monitoring of fuels quality in compliance with the Act on Fuels No. 311/2006 Coll. on Fuels and the Decree No. 133/2010 Coll. on Quality and Evidence of Fuels) at filling stations on the whole territory of the Czech Republic and subsequent laboratory analysis. 

Inspection results
One sample of 238 samples (i.e. 0.4%) of automotive petrol, diesel fuel, diesel fuel blend, organic fuel, LPG, CNG, and Ethanol E85, collected and inspected in September failed determined quality requirements.
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Automotive petrol
In total 88 samples of automotive petrol were collected and inspected in the monitored period. One of them failed quality requirements determined by the applicable technical standard. This sample of “BA SUPER” failed three quality parameters: Research Octane Number (RON) when the measured value was 94.0 (while the minimal required value is 94.6 when measurement uncertainty is taken into account), Motor Octane Number (MON) when the measured value was 83.9 (while the minimal required value is 84.5 when measurement uncertainty is taken into account), and the parameter distillation test – end of distillation when the measured value was 225.9°C (while the maximal value is 214.0°C when measurement uncertainty is taken into account). Other inspected and analysed samples of automotive petrol met quality indicators determined by the technical standard ČSN EN 228 (2013) Motor Fuels – Unleaded Petrol – Technical Requirements and Test Methods. 
Organic ingredients
In August, content of fatty acid methyl ester was inspected within 104 diesel fuel samples. Content of ethanol was inspected within 88 automotive petrol samples. Violation of the upper acceptable limit of organic ingredients wasn’t detected in any collected samples of monitored fuel types. 
Conclusion
Laboratory analysis showed deviations from quality standards only within one petrol sample. When compared with August, the ratio of poor quality fuels decreased almost by one per cent. Such finding is positive especially for owners of vehicles with diesel engines because no poor quality sample of diesel was detected in September.
