Scooter SULOV FLY 125 is not safe!
(Prague, October 26, 2015) In the internal market, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority detected a product which is not in compliance with safety requirements for this product assortment. Laboratory tests proved that the steering column can break down within ride due to insufficient strength – this could result in an uncontrolled fall of a child with the risk of serious injury. With regard to this fact and a number of other detected flaws, inspected persons were ordered to immediately withdraw the defective product from offer and distribution. Complete information about the dangerous sport scooter were published in the pan European database of dangerous products RAPEX, file number A 12/1158/15.

Brief product description
Folding sport scooter in white, purple and blue colours, stored in a box of the same colours with handle, within purchase.
Danger
During a test in an accredited laboratory carried out in compliance with the standard EN 14619, which the Chinese manufacturer declares to meet, the connection between the steering column and the head tube broke. It is possible that within predictable way of use a situation can occur when the steering column breaks down and subsequently child can get injured during an uncontrolled fall.
Places between folding and locking mechanism of the scooter that pose risk of child’s finger pinch were identified in the test room. 

Laboratory results showed that the folding sport scooter isn’t in compliance with requirements of the Act No. 102/2001 Coll. on General Safety of Products because defects that have significant influence on the product’s safety were detected during the tests. 

Taken action
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed protective measure consisting of prohibition to place the product on the market and its immediate withdrawal from the offer and distribution. All available documents and information about the dangerous posed by the sport scooter SULOV FLY 125 were transferred to the contact point of the system RAPEX at the Ministry of Industry and Trade and were subsequently published in the pan European database RAPEX, file number A 12/1158/15.
