Two diesel fuel samples with lower flash point
(Partial report from monitoring of fuels quality – February 2016)
(Prague, March 29, 2016) In February the Czech Trade Inspection Authority collected 200 fuels samples. Two diesel samples (i.e. 1.0%) failed the quality requirements of the applicable technical standard concerning flash point. In one case the flash point value was 49°C and in the other case it was 45.5°C while the determined limit is 53°C. Such defect could have been caused by transportation of diesel and connected contamination from other products, for example petrol. In both cases, prohibition of further sale was imposed, namely on 24,741 litres of poor quality diesel amounting to CZK 654,948.80. 
In February 2016, fuels quality was monitored in compliance with the Act on Fuels (Act No. 311/2006 Coll.) and applicable implementing and technical legal regulations (the Decree No. 133/2010 Coll. on Quality and Evidence of Fuels and applicable quality standards) at filling stations on the territory of the Czech Republic. Automotive petrol, diesel, diesel fuel blend, organic fuel, LPG, and CNG were sampled and handed over to laboratory analysis.
Inspection results
Two of 200 fuel samples collected and inspected in February, i.e. 1.0%, failed the quality requirements.
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Diesel
90 diesel samples were handed over to laboratory inspection. Two samples failed quality requirements of the applicable technical standard, failing the quality indicator flash point. The measured value was 45.5°C in the first case and 49.0°C in the other while the minimal required value of the indicator is 53.0°C when measurement uncertainty is taken into account. The remaining inspected and analysed diesel samples failed quality parameters determined by the technical standard ČSN EN 590(2014) Automotive Fuels – Diesel – Technical Requirements and Test Methods.

Organic ingredients in fuels 

Content of fatty acid methyl ester was inspected concerning 90 diesel samples and content of ethanol was inspected concerning 76 petrol samples. Violation of the upper acceptable limit of bio ingredients content wasn’t detected during the monitored period.
Taken action
In February 2016, in two cases the CTIA prohibited sale of fuels that failed requirements determined by special legal regulations. This measure was imposed on 24,741 diesel samples amounting to CZK 654,948.80 in compliance with the Act on the Czech Trade Inspection Authority (provision of section 7, par. 1, letter a). 
Conclusion
The inspection results proved the trend of the last year when there was just minimum of poor quality fuel samples. Laboratory analysis showed deviations from quality standards concerning only two diesel samples. Ethanol E 85 samples weren’t collected because of the limited availability of the product in the market.
