Water analysis to start presentation event at your home 
(Praha, April 25, 2016) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority warns consumers against offers of water analysis. During the past months leaflets offering water analysis directly at households occurred in a number of consumers’ mail boxes. People who invite an unknown person to their home based on the leaflet will see a well prepared sales presentation event indeed. The seller starts offering purchase of an overcharged product which would supposedly magically improve the quality of drinking water. But in fact the consumer would buy an apparatus which worsens the water quality – such modified water even poses serious risk to human body. “The Czech Trade Inspection Authority prohibited further distribution of the product called Aqua Pro which is said to be intended for modification of water and ordered its immediate withdrawal from the market and recall of the products from consumers who had bought it. The quality of drinkable tap water is regularly inspected, there is, hence, no need for any external apparatus,” said Jan Štěpánek, the Director of the CTIA Inspectorate of the Central Bohemia Region and the capital of Prague.
Based on an announcement inspectors of the Středočeský and Prague Inspectorate collected a product directly at a consumer’s place during a so called “analysis of drinkable water”. The apparatus for water modification is called Aqua Pro serial No. T 20264 (in the price of about CZK 25.000, but consumers are usually offered a reduced price of CZK 19.990). 
A laboratory analysis of the water modified by the above mentioned apparatus showed that it poses increased health hazard. The apparatus reduced the calcium content in drinkable water by 97.6% and magnesium content by 97.8%. The content of the substances dissolved in the water which was modified in the apparatus Aqua Pro is lower by 90 mg/l than the minimal limit of 150 mg/l. Microbiologic pollution increased by two grades after water was modified by this apparatus. The pH value 6.1 measured in the modified water doesn’t comply with the rate of 6.5 to 9.5 required by the Decree No. 252/2004 Coll. 
With regard to the above mentioned laboratory results it can be stated that water modified by the Aqua Pro apparatus can pose serious health hazard to consumers due to the following reasons:
a) Water with low content of mineral substances (under 100) contributes to increased loss of some essential elements from the organism and can negatively influence water-mineral management of the organism;

b) The use of acidic and soft drinking water (i.e. with lower content of Ca and Mg) can cause higher mortality concerning cerebrovascular and foremost cardiovascular diseases;
c) More acidic water and its regular use can make the pH of the inner environment of the organism more acidic. More acidic environment causes higher loss of calcium, magnesium and other urine elements;
d) Water with high content of bacteria is a potential source of unfavourable and dangerous alimentary diseases.
Because the above mentioned hygienic limits determined by the Decree No. 409/2005 Coll. and Decree No. 252/2004 Coll. were violated and health hazard increased, it can be stated that the water modified by the apparatus Aqua Pro serial No. T 20264 is no drinking water and hence, cannot substitute drinking water. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority prohibited the inspected entity to further distribute and sell this product that modifies drinking water and ordered an immediate withdrawal from the market as well as recall from consumers. Administrative procedure was launched in which fine will be imposed to the seller by the Středočeský and Prague Inspectorate of the CTIA. 
Consumer advice from the Czech Trade Inspection Authority
The quality of supplied drinking water is inspected in compliance with the applicable legislation. Water supplied to households undergoes a number of checks and complies with strict quality criteria. As governed by the applicable regulations, each and every week water is sampled both in the sources of drinking water and at consumers’ homes.
No external apparatus is necessary to ensure the quality of drinking water.
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
