8 inspections of stand sell at Brno dam with 6 flaws 
(Brno, June 23, 2016) An extraordinary CTIA inspection at the Brno dam was carried out focusing on consumer protection within stand sell during a fireworks show. Flaws were discovered at 6 of 8 workplaces which was 75%. Inspectors imposed an on-the-spot fine amounting to CZK 8,000 in three cases and administrative proceedings will start in the other three cases. Most cases concerned failures to provide the indicated amount of drinks and failure to allow consumer to check the weight of provided meals.
Mid-June, the Inspectorate of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority based in Brno in cooperation with colleagues from the Plzeňský and Karlovarský CTIA Inspectorate carried out an extraordinary inspection action focused on compliance with the Act on Consumer Protection (No. 634/1992 Coll.) within sell of products and provision of services mostly in stands. 
The inspection was carried out at 8 workplaces at the Brno dam and violations of the law were discovered in 6 cases, i.e. concerning 75% of inspected entities. The event was carried out at restaurants and stands with refreshments and focused on compliance with the indicated amount of provided drinks. In three cases inspectors imposed on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 1,000, CZK 5,000 and CZK 2,000. In other three cases administrative proceedings will start with an inspected person. Consumers were damaged by more than CZK 50 when recalculated to the price of offered drinks. In two cases the consumer wasn’t enabled to check the correct weight of purchased meals.
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
