Buy-out of secondary raw materials still with flaws 

(Prague, July 24, 2016) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out inspections at secondary raw materials buy-out centres in the first quarter of 2016 and detected violations of generally binding legal regulations in 44 out of 116 inspections, i.e. in 37.9% of cases. “Results of the inspection action proved that in spite of legislative measures taken and continuous inspections carried out by all inspection authorities it hasn’t been possible to fully eliminate breaches of generally binding legal regulations. Therefore the Czech Trade Inspection Authority will continue in these inspections during the upcoming period, especially in cooperation with the Czech Environmental Inspectorate,” said Mojmír Bezecný, the Director General of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority. 33 fines amounting to CZK 118,000 were imposed within the inspection project. 

In the period from January 1 to March 31, 2016, in total 116 inspections were carried out during which compliance with the obligations stemming to commercial subjects from provisions of generally binding legal regulations was inspected regarding provision of services connected with procurement of secondary raw materials. CTIA discovered violations of generally binding legal regulations within 44 inspections, i.e. 37.9%. Cooperation with other surveillance authorities was used in 11 cases, including 7 inspections with trade licensing offices, 5 with the Czech Environmental Inspectorate and 1 with the State Labour Inspection Office. Besides compliance with provisions of the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection, stress was also put on compliance with the Act No. 185/2001 Coll. on Wastes and its implementing decree No. 383/2001 Coll. on details of waste management.

In total 33 fines amounting to CZK 118,000 were imposed based on the detected violations of generally binding legal regulations in the period from January 1 to March 31, 2016. 

Detected shortcomings and imposed measures
· Most flaws related to the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection. Inspectors detected violations of this law in the following 33 cases: 27 times vendors didn’t comply with the principles of fare selling (section 3) when they paid consumers even several tens of Czech crowns less that was the real value of purchased waste. Other breaches concerned failure to provide information about prices (section 12), namely in 11 cases, and failure to issue bill of buy-out which didn’t contain required information was detected in 2 cases (identification data about the service provider pursuant to section 16);
· Inspected entities violated the Act No. 185/2001 Coll. on Wastes in 2 cases when they didn’t identify persons who offered secondary raw materials for buy-out and the respective amount was paid in cash; 

· Violation of the Act No. 64/1986 Coll. relating to the use of uncertified measuring instruments was detected in 19 cases;
· Prohibition of use was imposed on 24 pieces of scales that weren’t equipped with valid certification at the time of the inspection.
Results of the inspection action again proved that it has not been managed to fully eliminate violations of generally binding legal regulations in spite of taken legislative measures and continuous inspections carried out by all involved inspection bodies. Therefore it is suitable to continue in the inspections of secondary raw material procurement centres. Joint inspections with employees of the Czech Environmental Inspectorate seem to be most efficient, also due to the fact that the Czech Trade Inspection Authority became a member of a special interdepartmental team in the field of collection and buy-out of metals, coordinated by the Czech Environmental Inspectorate.
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
