Repeated inspections in Strážné
(České Budějovice, October 31, 2016) Inspectors of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority repeatedly carried out inspections at the marketplace in Strážné where they collected counterfeits in the price of originals reaching to almost CZK 1,000,000. After the appropriate decision becomes effective, these counterfeits will be offered to humanitarian purposes. 

The first inspection was carried out in cooperation with the Alien Police based in Strakonice and related to 4 stands where 138 pieces of products for CZK 426,940, if calculated in the prices of originals, were collected. The products included clothing, sun glasses, belts, handbags and feet grinders of the following trademarks: MICHAEL KORS, DIESEL, MAMMUT, RAY – BAN, GUCCI, BMW, DOPE, and SCHOLL. 

The other inspection at the marketplace in Strážné was also carried out together with the Alien Police and it was found out that counterfeits of global trademarks were repeatedly offered. 320 pieces of counterfeits of textile products, leather goods, glasses and watches would cost CZK 531,490 if calculated in the prices of originals.
