Apple counterfeits collected at a stand at the Prague main railway station
(Prague, December 15, 2016) On December 6, 2016, CTIA officers carried out an inspection of offer and sale of products infringing certain intellectual property rights. The inspection was carried out at a stand with audio goods, located in the hall of the Prague main railway station. Counterfeits of Apple products were discovered. Their price would be CZK 162,500 in the prices of originals.
Counterfeits aren’t to be found only at marketplaces anymore, but also in ordinary shops and stands. Consumers need to be watchful. At the stand with audio goods, offer and sale of illegal copies were detected – Apple head phones (35 pieces), MP3 players (8 pieces) and Apple loudspeakers (4 pieces). The products were illegal imitations of industrial models whose owner is Apple Inc. California.

Inspection employees placed out of reach of the inspected persons in total 47 pieces of 3 types of products in the price of CZK 162,500 when calculated in the prices of originals (see pictures below). 
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
