In Ostrava, fake inspector inspected again
(Ostrava, February 22, 2017) Yesterday, a fake officer of the Czech Trade Inspection was seen again – in a newspaper shop in Ostrava. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority didn’t carry out any inspection of the workplace. 
The entrepreneur didn’t find the inspection correct and required repeated show of the alleged inspector. But the man immediately left the workplace claiming that he would return with a college in the afternoon. The trader was recommended to turn to the Police of the Czech Republic. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority asks other entrepreneurs of the region to turn to the local CTIA inspectorate in Ostrava as well as te Police of the Czech Republic in case they experienced similar conduct of an alleged CTIA inspector on their premises who didn’t issue any inspection protocol. With regard to the fact that this was another case during the past two months, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority considered it important to alert venders of the region. 
In case of doubts, we recommend to properly check provided inspector cards that are equipped with a hologram. We warn especially against the name “Michal Přeučil” which was used on the alleged inspector’s card No. 894 (which was the same as during one of fake inspections of late 2016, see the press release from January 4, 2017)). The fake inspector tried to inspect cigarettes this time, claiming that there is a threat of a high fine. In case of any doubt, it is also possible to check the identity of inspectors on the phone line of the locally competent inspectorate. Phone numbers can be found for example on the CTIA website.
After every inspection, a real inspector shall issue a document in writing with the name of the competent inspectorate (with its phone number), names of the inspectors (including their service numbers) and identification data of the inspected workplace. One copy is always provided to the entrepreneur. On-the-spot fines can be imposed by inspectors in the maximum amount of CZK 5,000 for breaches of the Act on Consumer Protection. You shall pay no cash without any printed and signed document containing information about violations of particular paragraphs. In addition, it is always possible to pay a fine at the inspectorate’s seat.
