Mass inspections of entrepreneurs in Trutnov 
(Hradec Králové, April 3, 2017) A mass joint inspection action was carried out by five surveillance authorities in Trutnov. Nine groups gradually inspected 23 sellers and a filling station in the town. In almost 40% of cases inspectors detected violations of law. Most frequently vendors didn’t display prices of specific weight or amount, sold counterfeits, labelled toys incorrectly or didn’t provide the declared amount of drinks. 
On March 29, 2017, a common inspection action of the Královéhradecký and Pardubický Inspectorate of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, Czech Environmental Inspectorate (Regional inspectorate based in Hradec Králové), Regional Labour Inspectorate for Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions, Regional Veterinary Administration for Hradec Králové Region and the Trade Licensing Office Trutnov. 

The following number of employees participated in the inspection action:
· 18 employees of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority
· 4 employees of the Czech Environmental Inspectorate
· 4 employees of the Regional Labour Inspectorate
· 4 employees of the Regional Veterinary Administration
· 2 employees of the Trade Licensing Office Trutnov 
On March 29, 2017, employees of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out 23 inspections in retail shops and restaurants. 7 fuels samplings were carried out at a filling station in Trutnov. All samples complied with the quality requirements. At another filling station 2 LPG samples were collected, but results haven’t been available so far. 
At 9 premises, violations of generally binding legal regulations were discovered, especially concerning the Act No. 634/1992 on Consumer Protection, the Act No. 22/1997 Coll. on Technical Requirements for Products, and the Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council on textile fibre names and related labelling and marking of the fibre composition of textile products. On March 29, 2017, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority detected findings in 39.13% of inspected subjects. 
Detected breaches regarding the CTIA findings: 

· 1 case – failure to provide declared amount of drinks;
· 1 case – sale and offer of products infringing certain intellectual property rights (counterfeits, 19 pieces of products amounting to CZK 9,800 calculated in the prices of originals - trademarks Puma and Burberry);
· 2 case – missing marking of textile products (Regulation No. 1007/2011, on marking and labelling of fibre products);
· 2 case – violations of the Act on Technical Requirements for Products at distributors of toys and personal protective equipment;
· 5 case – failures to inform about prices or failures to display prices of amount and weight (breach of section 12 of the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection).
Inspection of toys will be subject to further investigation at distributors. Minor flaws resulted in 6 on-the-spot fines amounting to the total of CZK 11,500. Administrative proceedings will be launched with three inspected sellers.  

Czech Environmental Inspectorate carried out 2 inspections in cooperation with the CTIA. Regional Labour Inspectorate carried out 2 joint inspections. Regional Veterinary Administration carried out 4 joint inspections and the Trade Licensing Office Trutnov one inspection together with the CTIA.
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
