Extraordinary inspection: CTIA took goods for almost CZK 700.000 
(Ústí nad Labem, April 24, 2017) Repeated violations of intellectual property rights are traditionally seen at marketplaces in border regions. This was confirmed by the Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Ústí and Liberec Regions in Hřensko where inspectors took 1,430 pieces of imitations amounting to CZK 676,800.
In the first half of 2017, inspectors from the Ústí and Liberec Regions carried out 6 inspections at the marketplace in the border village of Hřensko. They detected misconducts at 4 stand sellers that breached certain intellectual property rights. CTIA took 1,430 pieces of imitations (1,168 pieces of CD carriers and 262 pieces of DVD carriers) amounting to CZK 676,800 when calculated in the value of originals. Inspectors also detected wrong billing of offered goods and failure to issue any bill of purchase. 

In cases of CD and DVD counterfeits, administrative proceedings will be launched with the inspected persons and carriers will be destroyed after decisions come into force. Inspectors imposed 2 on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 2,000.
