„Battle of White Mountain“ with a fine
(Prague, October 17, 2017) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority Inspectorate of the Central Bohemian Region and the capital of Prague carried out an extraordinary inspection at the event “Battle of White Mountain”. Besides the reconstruction of the famous battle also refreshments was offered. CTIA focused on compliance with prohibition to sell alcoholic beverages to youth and found that one of three vendors breached law. 

At the end of September, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Central Bohemian Region and the Capital of Prague carried out an extraordinary inspection at a large lawn area at Vypich near the Obora Hvězda (Star Game Reserve) where the Battle of White Mountain Reconstruction was held for the thirteenth time. Visitors had the chance to see the reconstruction of the battle, but also buy refreshments at various stands. 
CTIA focused on compliance with obligations of vendors who offered participants with refreshments, including alcoholic beverages, in their stands. Inspectors carried out 3 inspections and found breach of law consisting of sale of alcohol to a person under 18 years in one case. The trader sold draft beer Ferdinand 11°to a minor and, hence, breached the provision of section 11, par. 5 of the Act No. 65/2017 on Health Protection from the Harmful Effects of Drugs. This infringement will be dealt with in an offence proceedings in which a fine up to 1 million Czech crowns is possible. 
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
