CTIA detected flaws within sale of furniture 

(Ústí nad Labem, October 19, 2017) At the start of October, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an extraordinary inspection in Baumax Ústí nad Labem and detected flaws within offer and sale of furniture. 

CTIA officers carried out an extraordinary inspection on the premises of Baumax Ústí nad Labem, focusing on the offer and sale of furniture. They found flaws regarding timber and upholstered furniture that weren’t equipped with information in writing on care and maintenance. The trader also didn’t ensure that information about material composition is provided, i.e. the seller didn’t display any information that the respective furniture is upholstered. 
Inspectors detected flaws regarding 15 items of 3 product types (small pillows, armchairs, sofas) and imposed an on-the-spot fine amounting to CZK 5,000 for breach of the Act on Consumer Protection and the EU Regulation on Technical Requirements for Products.
