Inspectors uncovered 5 breaches of prohibition to sell on October 28
(Praha, October 30, 2017) On the state holiday October 28, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out in total 89 inspections of shops in relation to the Act No. 223/2016 Coll. on Retail and Wholesale opening hours. Violation of prohibition of sale was discovered in five cases. 

Breaches of the prohibition of sale was found in 5.6% of cases which has been the highest ratio of findings so far. In Prague, there was a workplace of an online seller called a “shop” with the selling area of more than 2002 where goods were sold. Other open premises were the following: pawnshop in Most, used bookstore in Český Těšín, secondary raw material buy-out centre in Karviná, and grocery store especially with alcohol and tobacco in České Velenice. 

Administrative proceedings will be held with the sellers and it will be decided about the amount of fines. A fine can amount up to CZK 1,000,000 and in cases of repeated infringements up to CZK 5,000,000.
