Girls’ swimsuit failed safety requirements

(Praha, April 18, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority detected that in the Czech market a girls’ swimsuit is offered although it fails safety requirements for children’s clothing. There are two models of two-part bikinis “Sonia” and “SI-SI”.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority found that girls' bikinis intended for preschool children posed a safety risk.

These are the girls' bikini models "Sonia" and "SI-SI", which are made of elastic orange knitwear. Inspectors found sale with size markers such as for example 98, 104, 110, and 116.

The Sonia model’s panties and top have multicolour decorative elements that are also at the end of functional elastic cords to tie the top of the swimsuit around the neck and back of the girl. Drawstrings ending with jumpers are also on the side seams of the briefs and can be used to adjust the height of this piece of clothing. 
The "SI-SI" model has pink and light green ruffles on the top of the swimsuit. Functional and decorative laces are decorated with strung gold beads. Functional cords tying the upper part of the swimsuit behind the neck and on the wearer's back end with knots. On the front of the briefs, a decorative cord is sewn in the side seams, horizontally across the front part, and is also decorated with beads.

The products are sold without packaging, and symbols for maintenance, material composition and manufacturer’s address are displayed on paper labels, affixed to the products with a splint.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority detected that products are not in compliance with the requirements of the Act on Product Safety (Act No. 102/2001 Coll. on General Safety of Products), specified in the technical standard EN 14682:2014 ‘Safety of children's clothing — Cords and drawstrings on children's clothing — Specifications. As regards ensuring children’s safety, the loose ends of drawstrings, functional cords and tying tapes shall not end with nodes or three-dimensional ornaments. Generally, clothing intended for small children cannot be designed, manufactured or supplied with drawstrings or functional cords in the area of the head, neck and the upper part of the chest. Manufacturers shall produce them without loose ends in the area of the neck, because during games and usual behaviour there is a risk that the loose functional or decorative cords as well as other decorations could be caught.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed the seller to immediately withdraw the above mentioned dangerous products and were already placed on the market, and to immediately recall the dangerous products from consumers who have already bought the product in the inspected workplace and who is traceable. Products were notified to the contact point at the Ministry of Industry and Trade and published in the RAPEX system, notification number A12/0425/18.
