Colours of Ostrava: incorrect amounts at stands
(Ostrava, July 31, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out 39 inspections aimed at compliance with the Act on Consumer Protection at the Colours of Ostrava Festival. It found shortcomings in 20 cases, which was more than 50%.

The Inspectorate of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Olomouc and Moravian-Silesian Regions carried out 39 inspections at the ‘Festival v ulicích’ and the Colours of Ostrava Festival. Inspectors focused on stands with refreshments, fruit and vegetables, food, cafes, bars, restaurants, chain stores, jewellery and an information centre. Deficiencies were found in 20 cases, i.e. 51.3%. Most of the sellers violated the Act on Consumer Protection - they used uncertified scales to weigh products in 5 cases, they did not comply with the declared amount of alcoholic beverages in 4 cases, and they did not inform about the price of products in compliance with applicable legislation in 4 cases. In addition, 3 vendors sold alcoholic beverages to a juvenile figurant, and in 2 cases sellers didn’t issue any bill of purchase with all requirements based on consumer's request.
The Czech Trade Inspectorate of the Olomouc and Moravian-Silesian Regions imposed 12 on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 17,000 for the detected flaws. Ban on the use of 5 items of uncertified measuring instruments was imposed until remedy is made. The detected deficiencies are subject to administrative proceedings in 8 cases.
