Sale of alcohol to minors resulted in fines in Eastern Bohemia
(Hradec Králové, August 1, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions used the end of the school year and used minors as figurants in order to carry out 42 inspections aimed at the prohibition to sell alcoholic beverages to persons under 18 years of age. Breaches of the Act on Health Protection from the Harmful Effects of Drugs, were detected in 24 cases which represented almost 60% of all inspections. 

The Královéhradecký and Pardubický Inspectorate of the CTIA carried out an extraordinary inspection focused on compliance with the Act No. 65/2017 Coll., which among others prohibits the sale of alcoholic beverages to persons under 18 years of age. CTIA randomly inspected selected food stores, newspaper stands and shops, restaurants and stands with refreshments in touristic areas. The timing of the inspection was intentionally by the end of the school year. 

Inspection purchases were carried out by persons under 18 years to who vendors sold alcohol in 24 cases. It was beer, wine and hard alcohol, such as Becherovka Originál 35cl 38%, Božkov originál 0,5l, 37,5% and so forth.
Administrative proceedings will be launched with all inspected persons within the scope of the CTIA, and a fine up to CZK 1,000,000 can be imposed.
