CTIA found numerous violations of law at Země živitelka exhibition
(České Budějovice, September 9, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out 19 inspections of stand sale at the exhibition Země živitelka 2018. Inspectors found to breaches of law in 12 of them, which was 63 %.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian Region and the Vysočina Region inspected stands at the Exhibition Mall of České Budějovice, where the 45th International Exhibition Země živitelka was held. This exhibition is traditionally focused on the display of agricultural machinery, plant and livestock production and, last but not least, the sales presentation of consumer goods. The inspectors focused not only on stand sales of consumer goods and refreshments, but also on technical parameters of products at distributors and, in one case, also at product manufacturers.

During this year's exhibition, the total of 19 inspections were carried out. Defects were found in 12 cases, i.e the ratio of violations of law was more than 63%.

CTIA inspectors imposed 11 on-the-spot fines in the total amount of CZK 12,300. In three cases, they banned the sale of products. In one case, administrative proceedings will be initiated with the inspected person. No deficiencies were found within the product inspections at distributors of mowers and welding equipment, as well as a manufacturer of wooden windows, doors and trusses.
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
