Random inspections at NATO Days: no serious violations of law


(Ostrava, September 20, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carries out annual inspections on NATO Days aimed at compliance with the Act on Consumer Protection. This year, deficiencies were detected in 4 of 10 inspections.


NATO Days in Ostrava & Czech Air Force Days are the largest security show in Europe. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority pays attention to this prestigious event. This year, it conducted 10 on-spot inspections focused on services and supplementary sales for visitors and participants. Inspectors found deficiencies in 4 inspections. There were no serious violations. Traders, for example, didn’t provide the correct weight of food, didn’t issue any bill of purchase of goods or provision of services, or used an uncertified measuring instruments. Based on these findings, the CTIA inspectors imposed 2 on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 2,000. Two administrative proceedings will be initiated with inspected persons. CTIA officers imposed ban on the use of uncertified measuring instruments.

It was similar last year, when 4 deficiencies were detected within 11 inspections and flaws were of the same type.
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
