CTIA started to inspect charging stations for electric cars

(Prague, October 12, 2018) Electric cars are becoming more and more popular in the Czech Republic. Manufacturers expect that sales will increase significantly in the upcoming years. With the increasing interest in buying these cars, the number of charging stations is increasing. During June and July of 2018, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out its first inspection focused on compliance with the legal regulations governing these products.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out the first inspection focused on charging stations for electric cars in June and July 2018. With regard to the small number of electric cars in the Czech Republic, the number of stations on the inspected territories is relatively small. In the period from June 11 to August 3, 2018, seven inspections were carried out. 5 types of charging stations operated by 6 various entities were inspected. Fulfilment of the requirements for placing these products on the market and putting them into operation was inspected, including for example the accompanying documentation within which no deficiencies were found. Information on the compatibility with electric vehicles and the billed price was at disposal at each inspected charging station. At the same time, users of electric cars were allowed to a one-time recharge without the necessity to conclude a contract with the station’s operator beyond the one-time charge (in the sense of section 6q par. 1, 4, and 5 of the Act No. 311/2006 Coll.). 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority detected breaches of law in 2 cases in which the CE marking was missing on the products. The entire product label was missing in 1 case. CTIA will follow up with these cases, inspecting technical documentation at the manufacturer. 

Cooperation with the building authorities was very beneficial – in 2 cases, the public charging stations weren’t announced to the competent building authorities. The finding is subject to further investigations at the local building authorities. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority predicts that the foreseen development of electric mobility in the Czech Republic would bring higher number of charging stations, so it will focus on these products in the upcoming years.
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
