Price tags and measuring instruments missing at Flora Olomouc
(Olomouc, October 23, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority inspected the individual stages of the Flora Olomouc exhibition and carried out in total 54 inspections and detected violations of law in 24 cases. “Vendors most frequently failed to comply with the requirements of the Act on Consumer Protection. They for example used uncertified measuring instruments and didn’t inform customers about valid prices of products,” said Boris Stabryn, the Director of the CTIA Inspectorate of the Olomouc Region and the Moravian-Silesian Region. 
The international exhibition Flora Olomouc is held all year round. Visitors can take part in the spring, summer or autumn stages. At the end of the exhibition, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority made an overall evaluation and found out that out of the 54 inspections carried out, 24 vendors violated the law. The inspectors saw the most common shortcomings consisting of the use of uncertified measuring instruments as well as a total absence of measuring instruments. Furthermore, consumers were not properly informed about the valid price of goods, vendors issued documents on the sale of goods with shortcomings and there were also flaws in the mandatory marking of products as well as the billing of packaging. Some sellers also didn’t display information about the prohibition to sell alcohol and tobacco products to persons under the age of 18.

Inspectors imposed 21 on-spot-fines in the total amount of CZK 26,500 for the detected shortcomings. In 3 cases the violations were resolved in administrative proceedings.
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
