CTIA took counterfeits for more than a million crowns
(Ústí nad Labem, November 14, 2018) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Ústí Region carried out an extraordinary inspection at the marketplace in Hřensko and detected breaches of legal regulations in all cases. It also took 92 items of counterfeits in the value of originals amounting to CZK 1,008,000.
Officers of the CTIA Inspectorate based in Ústí nad Labem carried out 4 inspections at the marketplace in the border village of Hřensko and found out that all inspected sellers breached legal regulations. None of them marked the offered products with prices. Three vendors violated certain intellectual property rights, offering 92 items of counterfeited products. “These were namely 48 items of CD carriers, 44 items of textile product s, handbags, purses, and bags marked with the trademark Tommy Hilfinger, Calvin Klein, Louis Vuitton, Chanel, Nike, Guess, and Adidas, in the value of originals amounting to CZK 1,008,000,” said the Director of the Ústí CTIA Inspectorate Renata Linhartová. Inspectors imposed an on-the-spot fine amounting to CZK 1,000. Administrative proceedings will start with other three inspected persons. 
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
