Alcohol was sold to adolescents in Vysočina Region
(České Budějovice, January 15, 2019) Before Christmas, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian Region and Vysočina Region carried out inspections focused on the prohibition to sell alcohol to adolescents in the Vysočina Region. CTIA officers carried out 6 inspections, including 2 cases in which adolescent figurants were sold bottled lager beer. Inspections were targeted at grocery stores opened in the evenings, namely in Batelov and Třešť.
„Inspections proved violations of the Act No. 65/2017 Coll. on Health Protection against the Harmful Effects of Drugs. The findings will be resolved in administrative proceedings within which fines can reach up to CZK 1,000,000. Inspections aimed at compliance with the prohibition to sell alcohol to persons under 18 years will continue in 2019,” said Martina Střihavková, the Director of the Jihočeský and Vysočina Inspectorate of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority. 
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
