Counterfeits were detected at Šenovská burza in Ostrava
(Ostrava, April 10, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Olomouc and Moravian-Silesian Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection event in the Ostrava city marketplace, focusing on the offer and sale of counterfeited goods. CTIA officers inspected 9 vendors and found infringements in all cases.
On the last weekend of March, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Olomouc and Moravian-Silesian Regions, in cooperation with the Customs Administration, carried out an inspection focused on the occurrence of counterfeits in the city marketplace in the Šenovská Street in Ostrava. 9 sellers were inspected by authorized inspectors and staff. Defects were found in all cases where the sellers didn’t inform consumers about the prices of products in the sales offer in accordance with the price regulations or didn’t issue any proof of purchase based on consumer's request with all required information. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 9 on-the-spot fines amounting to the total of CZK 20,000. Furthermore, CTIA took counterfeits of the LEGO trademark in the value of originals amounting to more than CZK 77,000. Appropriate measures were taken within the authorizations of the Customs Administration. 
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
