CTIA discovered counterfeits for more than CZK 18 million at the Hatě marketplace
(Brno, May 27, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Moravian Region and Zlín Region collected 4,982 counterfeits within an extraordinary inspection at the marketplace in Znojmo. The audit focused on compliance with the Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on Consumer Protection, specifically on the sale, supply and storage of goods infringing certain intellectual property rights. These were counterfeits of textile products, footwear and haberdashery in the original prices as counterfeits in the value amounting to CZK 18,410,000, which is the second largest finding at the Hatě market in the history of the CTIA.

Goods infringing Intellectual property rights were found and collected in seventeen of nineteen inspected locations. Within the inspection, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority used new authorizations and, in the presence of a uninvolved person, provided access to three passenger cars and six non-residential premises. One non-residential space, where counterfeits were subsequently found, were made available voluntarily by the market manager.
After all expert opinions confirming the securing of counterfeits are elaborated, an administrative procedure will be initiated with the inspected persons, and it will be decided about the amount of the fine and forfeiture of goods. The products will subsequently be liquidated of or handed over for humanitarian purposes.

Twenty employees of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority and more than thirty members of the Police of the Czech Republic participated in the event. In addition, CTO employees participated in the inspection action, who, in cooperation with the Inspectors of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, inspected whether radio equipment offered and sold (radio transmitters toys) broadcast a signal in the permitted band. Representatives of trademarks also participated in the inspection.

Administrative proceedings will be initiated in all 17 cases. The counterfeits will then be destroyed or used for humanitarian purposes. In addition to the forfeiture of goods, dealers may be fined up to CZK 5 million.
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
