CTIA officers took 6,500 counterfeits in Karlovy Vary Region
(Praha, August 6, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Karlovy Vary and Pilsen Regions took 6,460 items of counterfeited goods in the value of originals amounting to CZK 10,377,000 at the marketplaces in Potůčky and Cheb. 
Late August, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an extraordinary inspection at marketplaces in Potůčky and at Svatý kříž in Cheb.
CTIA carried out five inspections at the marketplace in Potůčky and collected 473 items of counterfeits in the value of originals amounting to CZK 577,000. It mostly regarded textile products, such as T-shirts, sweatshirts, tracksuits as well as leather belts, wallets, CDs and DVDs. 
At the marketplace Svatý kříž in Cheb, three inspections were carried out and 5,987 items of counterfeited textile products were taken, in the value of originals amounting to CZK 9,800,000. CTIA officers even found a hidden place behind the back storage where 4,500 items of counterfeits were stored. The total number of collected products filled 250 bags with counterfeited goods. 

CTIA officers used their new authorizations within the inspection and got in closed spaces of marketplaces with the help of a locksmith. At both marketplaces, inspections were carried out with an independent person present right on the spot. In these cases, cooperation with the vice-mayor of Potůčky and the vice-mayor of Cheb was used. 
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
