Inspectors prohibited sale of more than 1,500 products at Zahrada Čech
(Ústí nad Labem, October 9, 2019) At the autumn fair Zahrada Čech in Litoměřice, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Ústí nad Labem and Liberec Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection aimed at the compliance with the relevant legislation. During the exhibition, they inspected 22 entities and found out that 6 of them breached legal regulations. Subsequently, they banned 1,516 products.
Inspectors of the CTIA of the Ústí nad Labem and Liberec regions inspected the total of 22 sellers who offered products or provided services to consumers at the exhibition grounds within three inspection days. They were sellers of crops, fruit trees, seedlings, trees, flowers, household appliances, garden tools, toys, food and refreshments. Breaches of legal regulations were found within 6 inspected entities. The infringements consisted of the use of unverified scales, the absence of information on how to grow plants, failure to issue proper bill of purchase of a product, missing information about products of the range of electric products, toys and personal protective equipment.
“Inspectors imposed on-the-spot measures to remove deficiencies and imposed the prohibition to sell 1,516 products in the total sale price of CZK 12,265 until remedy. Using an unverified measuring instrument resulted in an on-the-spot fine of CZK 1,000. Other cases of breaches of the Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on Consumer Protection, Act No. 22/1997 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Products, and Act No. 90/2016 Coll., on Conformity Assessment will be dealt with in administrative proceedings,“ says the Director of the Inspectorate Renata Linhartová.
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
