An extraordinary inspection of gel toys was carried out in the summer
(Prague, October 14, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Central Bohemian Region and the Capital of Prague has evaluated an extraordinary inspection which was carried out during the summer months. The inspectorate focused mainly on toys that are widely used by children in this period, namely products filled with gel. These products are sold as “slime” in the retail network. 
The CTIA carried out 21 inspections of sellers, importers and manufacturers of these toys and detected breaches of legal regulations in 14 products. 
· In 12 cases, there were formal breaches of the Act No 22/1997 Coll. on Technical Requirements for Products, because sellers failed the correct product labelling and marking, and didn’t display any safety warnings. A temporary ban was imposed on the sale of these products and venders were instructed to remove the detected deficiencies. 
· In 2 cases, the permitted limit value of dangerous substances was exceeded, namely regarding boron and lead. The permitted content limit is 0.1%, however in these cases the limit was exceeded by 4.5% on average. The CTIA imposed withdrawal of these products from the market and their subsequent liquidation. 
Sellers were imposed on-the-spot fines, and in one case administrative proceedings will be launched with the inspected person.
