CTIA inspected children’s drawing boards
(Brno, October 24, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Moravian and Zlín Regions evaluated an extraordinary inspection aimed at magnetic drawing boards for children. During three months it inspected 15 types of this popular toy and detected defects in 2 cases. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority evaluated an extraordinary inspection, which was carried out in the first quarter of 2019. This inspection was carried out on the basis of findings indicating that there may be safety deficiencies in magnetic drawing boards intended for children. Therefore, the inspectors focused mainly on the compliance with the Act No. 22/1997 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Products, and the Government Implementing Order No. 86/2011 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Toys (Directive of the European Parliament and of the Council 2009/48/EC). They also inspected compliance with the Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on Consumer Protection.
The CTIA inspected 6 workplaces in the region, where it inspected 15 types of magnetic drawing boards. Not only safety requirements, but also formal deficiencies in labelling with information and the content of product information were examined. In 2 cases, the inspectors found reasonable suspicion that there were defects in the boards sold and took these products for consideration. These were the following magnetic tables:
· RSQ051390 EAN 8585009764631, manufacturer - Shenlian Toys Factory, XIMEN INDUSTRIAL ZINE, CHENGHUA STREET, CHENGHAI, SHANTAU, GUANGONG. In this case, inspectors found that in the above-mentioned type of plastic magnetic board, which consists of a drawing pen attached to a string and 3 magnetic stamps (wheel, square, hexagon shape) the magnet separates spontaneously when the magnetic stamp is pulled out of the box. The magnets are spontaneously separated from the plastic handles. The string on which the pen is attached to the table was revealed.
· BAMBINI, Art. No. 48200, Batch no. 814804, manufacturer: Toi – Toys International, Jan Hilgersweg 9 – 5657 ES Eindhoven (NL) has two colour types (pink and red) that contain a drawing pen on a string. Two magnetic stamps should be in every packaging, namely a triangle and a star. The red magnetic board packaging contained only one magnet, the star, and the triangle was missing. The magnetic stamp triangle was present in the pink magnetic board packaging, but its magnet spontaneously revealed and stayed in the box. The star shaped magnetic stamp was missing.
“Based on the identified deficiencies for both products, it was stated that these products don’t pose a safety risk to children and will not be reported to the RAPEX Dangerous Products database. In these cases, the quality of the products is reduced. Loose string of the pen doesn’t pose any risk to children. The CTIA has issued a ban on sale of both products until the remedy is made,” says Karel Havlíček, Director of the CTIA Inspectorate for the South Moravian Region and the Zlín Region.
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
