In February 5 diesel samples failed
(Prague, May 15, 2020) In February, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority inspected the quality of fuel in the Czech Republic. Out of the total of 194 samples taken, 5 diesel samples failed the quality requirements.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority has long monitored the quality of fuel at filling stations in the Czech Republic. Inspections of automotive petrol, diesel fuel, mixed fuel, biofuels, LPG, CNG and ethanol E85 is carried out through sampling and laboratory analyses. 

In February, CTIA took 194 fuel samples, including 5 diesel samples that didn‘t comply with the quality requirements. These 5 represented 2.6% of the non-compliant samples in the overall assessment.

Compared to January, the quality of inspected fuels worsened in February, as all the fuel samples taken met all the requirements in January. 
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Samples of diesel fuel blend DFB 30 and FAME weren’t taken in February, it was due to the development in the market with fuels.

Diesel
In February 2020, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority took and inspected the total of 106 diesel fuel samples. 5 samples didn’t meet the quality requirements of the applicable technical standard. The inspected diesel fuel samples didn’t comply with the following quality parameters: 

· “flash point” (in one case, the value of the quality parameter was 42.0°C, in the second it was 44.0°C, in third 46.0°C, and in fourth it was 41.5°C when the required minimal value is 53.0°C when measurement uncertainty is taken into account), and

· “sulphur” (the detected value of the parameter was 21.4 mg/kg, when the required maximum value in 11.8 mg/kg when measurement uncertainty is taken into account).  

The other inspected and analysed diesel fuel samples met the quality parameters set by the technical standard ČSN EN 590 + A1 - Motor fuels - Diesel Fuel - Technical Requirements and Test Methods.

Organic ingredients in fuels
In the monitored period the content of fatty acid methyl esters was inspected in 106 diesel fuel samples. The ethanol content in automotive petrol was inspected in 84 samples. Laboratory analysis showed that the upper limit of the content of bio-constituents wasn’t exceeded in any diesel fuel sample.
Measure taken

In February 2020, in one case, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed a measure consisting of the prohibition to sell fuels that didn’t meet the requirements for the quality and composition as stipulated in the implementing legal regulation, special legal regulations and Czech technical standards. The measure was imposed on 3,491 litres of fuel in the value amounting to CZK 109,617.40.
