Most work gloves failed within CTIA inspections
(Final report of 2020)

(Prague, April 16, 2021) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority repeatedly carries out inspections of protective work gloves, which are in great demand for their universal use. In 2020, it inspected 32 types of protective gloves and detected infringements in 25 types of gloves (78%).

Last year, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out 32 inspections at 30 distributors of protective gloves against mechanical hazards. The aim of the inspection of 32 types of these products was to verify that the protective gloves met the technical requirements of the applicable legislation.

For verification of the properties declared by the manufacturer, 28 samples of protective gloves were taken and sent to the accredited laboratory. The tests found that 23 samples did not correspond to the protection classes declared on the gloves by the manufacturer. 13 samples did not meet the requirement for abrasion resistance, 5 samples did not meet the blade cut resistance requirement, 16 samples did not meet the requirement for resistance to further tearing, and 4 samples did not meet the requirement for puncture resistance. In some of the samples, there were multiple deficiencies accumulated at the same time.

Some of the protective glove samples taken also showed formal deficiencies. A total of 17 products were missing, for example, instructions, CE marking, mandatory marking and labelling as well as identification of the manufacturer.

The operators concerned were invited to eliminate the identified non-compliance. Based on these findings, operators withdrew from distribution the products that failed the requirements for being placed on the EU market. There are currently 6 administrative procedures pending, in which the amount of fines is to be decided.
