Inspection of compliance with the fairness of sales in shops selling so-called "luxury cheeses"

(Ostrava, 13 December 2021) From 18 October to 30 November, employees of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, Moravsko-slezský and Olomoucký Inspectorates, carried out an inspection of specialised shops selling cheese, cheese specialities and delicatessen products. "The aim of this action was to compare the results of the inspection with an inspection action focused on the same products that we carried out in 2014," said Boris Stabryn, director of the inspectorate. Out of 34 inspections, deficiencies were detected in 23 cases, i.e. in almost 68%. 15 fines were imposed for the detected breaches amounting to the total of CZK 24,000.  

In the period from 18 October 2021 to 30 November 2021, the inspectors of the CTIA Inspectorate based in Ostrava focused on inspecting the fairness of sales in specialized shops where cheese, cheese specialities and delicatessen are sold and sales points in shopping malls in order to compare the results of this year's inspections with the inspection action carried out in 2014.

In 2014, a total of 19 vendors were inspected and deficiencies were found in 9 of them, i.e. in 47.4% of cases. The highest difference between the actual and the charged amount found by the inspectors during an inspection purchase was CZK 287, and deficiencies in accounting were found in 5 sellers.

During this year's inspection action, a total of 34 inspections were carried out and deficiencies were detected in 23 cases, i.e. 67.6%. The highest difference between the actual amount and the amount charged was only CZK 10, and deficiencies in the accounting of the inspection purchase were found in 6 sellers. 

This year, in addition to the above-mentioned, the most frequently detected deficiencies included the failure to inform about the price of the products sold, in particular the failure to indicate the price related to the unit of quantity for packaged food products. This was in 16 cases. Furthermore, in 3 cases the sellers did not issue any document of purchase of the products with the specified requirements upon the consumer's request and in 3 cases they used a measuring instrument with invalid certification.

The inspectors imposed 15 on-the-spot fines amounting to the total of CZK 24,000, two inspected persons will be fined in administrative proceedings and the institute of conciliation was used in the case of 6 sellers for minor infringements related to the COVID-19 pandemic.[image: image2.png]
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
