CTIA inspected electric chain saws

(Prague, January 6, 2022) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority has evaluated an action aimed at the safety of hand-held electric chain saws. It inspected a total of 24 products and found deficiencies in 5 electric chain saws.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an inspection action aimed at the safety of electric chain saws. Specifically, these were electric chain saws that are powered by electricity from a battery (so-called 'battery' chain saws), not from the 230 V and 50 HZ mains. 

CTIA officers inspected 24 electric chain saws at 24 operators (21 distributors, 2 manufacturers and 1 importer). They found deficiencies in 5 products.   

The inspection action was associated with the collection of 7 samples of electric chain saws. Laboratory tests were carried out to verify whether the products meet the technical requirements for machinery (Government Order No. 176/2008 Coll.). The WORX WG322E.9 electric chain saw failed the test for the impact resistance of the front hand guard at a temperature of -25°C, when the anchoring of the guard broke off. The CTIA issued a ban on the sale of the product (Article 7(1)(a) of Act No 64/1986 Coll.). The product was filed in the ICSMS system. 

Further investigation revealed that 4 products were missing information in the accompanying documentation or in the labelling. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 3 fines in the total amount of CZK 5,000 for breaches of the above provisions. In case of the non-compliant WORX WG322E.9 electric chain saw, there was a construction defect detected, for which the manufacturer was responsible, therefore no infringement was qualified for the inspected person in the capacity of distributor, and no sanction was imposed.

The ICSMS (Information and Communication System for Market Surveillance) is an information and communication system for the area of surveillance established by the European Commission, which allows the exchange of information between the non-food products market surveillance authorities of EU Member States on  inspections carried out with findings. The system has an output for consumers who can see whether a product has been inspected according to specified criteria.
