70% of inspected laptop chargers failed

(Prague, May 20, 2022) Last year, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an inspection action focused on AC power supplies for laptops. It inspected a total of 27 types of products and found deficiencies in 19 types. It selected 7 types of products for testing and all types were technically noncompliant. One product was assessed as high risk and the CTIA imposed a sales ban and ordered a recall from the market.

Last year, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out 26 inspections focusing on the safety of mains power supplies for laptops. The aim of the action was to inspect the compliance with legal regulations. These oblige economic operators to comply with the applicable technical and administrative provisions. Inspections were carried out at 24 distributors and 2 manufacturers.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority found deficiencies in 19 power supplies. In 5 cases, deficiencies in information obligations (instructions for use, safety instructions) were found, in 12 cases the products were not labelled with the manufacturer's contact details. Other violations were found in a smaller number of cases.

The inspection action included the collection of 7 product samples which were sent for professional testing. All tested samples failed to meet the technical requirements. For one product, a safeguard measure was issued - withdrawal from the market and a ban on the supply to the market. The product was also reported to the Safety Gate database. For the other products, the defects found were not serious enough to impose an immediate recall of the products from the market and from consumers. Appropriate measures were imposed on the business operators to remedy the deficiencies identified.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 9 fines totalling CZK 28,500 for the above-mentioned infringements (Section 9(2) of Act No. 90/2016 Coll., on conformity assessment of selected products when made available in the market).

The results of the inspection action focused on mains power supplies for laptops confirm that 70% of the inspected products have technical and administrative deficiencies. As power supplies for laptops are very frequently used by consumers, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority will continue these inspections in order to eliminate the risk of using unsafe equipment.
