In the first quarter of this year, the CTIA inspected 472 toy models

(Prague, 25 July 2022) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority has evaluated inspections focused on the safety of toys. In the first quarter of 2022, it inspected 472 models of toys intended for children up to 14 years of age. It found deficiencies, mainly of an administrative nature, in 170 models. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority evaluated inspections focused on compliance with the requirements for the safety of toys (according to Act No. 22/1997 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Products, which are specified in Government Regulation No. 86/2011 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Toys). 

The CTIA carried out 199 inspections of toys intended for children up to 14 years of age. In total, it inspected 472 toy models and found deficiencies in 170 models. Inspections were carried out at 1 manufacturer, 4 importers into the EU and 194 distributors. 

CTIA officers inspected the mandatory marking and labelling, accompanying documentation and consumer information. They inspected whether the origin of the toys was traceable (information on the manufacturer or importer was available) and whether the products were equipped with other mandatory information. If this information contained any restrictions (e.g. a pictogram unsuitable for children under three), they also verified that the reasons for the restriction were communicated to the consumer. For some toys there was an accumulation of several of the administrative deficiencies listed below:

- 98 x - shortcomings in the identification of the toy manufacturer

- 65 x - deficiencies in the identification of the importer

- 60 x - deficiencies in the accompanying documentation (missing warnings, instructions or warnings in the Czech language). 

- 43 x - deficiencies in the accompanying documentation (completely missing warnings, instructions or warnings)

- 32 x - deficiencies in the mandatory marking of the toy with type, serial number or model

During Q1 2022, no toys were assessed as dangerous and no reports were made to the Safety Gate alert system (rapid information exchange system for dangerous non-food products). There was an improvement compared to the same period in 2021, as 4 models of dangerous toys were reported to Safety Gate in Q1 2021.  

In Q1 2022, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed a total of 50 fines totalling CZK 606,500 for infringements of Section 13(9) of Act No. 22/1997 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Products.
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
