CTIA bans NATEC charger for risk of electric shock

(Prague, 13 January 2023) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority found that a USB charger offered in the domestic market can be fatal for consumers. The product is sold as NATEC 2.1A 2xUSB charger. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority found that the use of this charger may result in electric shock due to insufficient insulation. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority detected a dangerous NATEC 2.1A 2xUSB charger in the market, which is in a plastic bed and paper packaging. The product bears the marking Natec, model: NUC-0995, the specified CE marking, Input: AC 110-240V, 50/60Hz, 0.3A, Output: DC 5V - 2,1A, Impakt S.A., ul. Stanislawa Lema 16, 62-050, Mosina, Poland, Made in P.R.C., pictograms: indoor use, protection class II construction, ecological disposal, RoHS. On the packaging the following text is displayed: NATEC Retiro Universal 2xUSB Charger, EAN 5901969408300. A multilingual instruction manual, including a Czech version is included in the package.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority has found that the use of this charger may result in electric shock or even death of the user who touches the USB connector on the body of the product, where a dangerous 230V mains voltage appears due to the penetration of insufficient insulation between the primary and secondary parts of the product.     

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority has imposed a ban on the seller from supplying the charger to the market and a withdrawal from the market. The product was reported to the MIT contact point and information about it was published in the Safety Gate system.
