3 fuel samples failed in March

(Prague, 5 May 2023) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority monitored the quality of fuels in March 2023. In total, 247 samples of fuels were taken and inspected and 3 samples failed to meet the quality requirements.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority continued to monitor the fuel quality in March 2023. It took 247 samples of fuels at filling stations in the Czech Republic and 3 samples of diesel fuel did not meet the specified quality requirements. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority saw a fuel quality decrease in March compared to February, as all fuel samples complied in February. 

Samples of FAME, diesel fuel blend, diesel fuel B10, high-FAME diesel fuel, paraffinic diesel fuel, bio-CNG, LNG, bio-LNG and ethanol E85 were not taken in March 2023 due to fuel market developments.

Diesel fuel
In March 2023, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority collected and inspected a total of 117 diesel fuel samples. Out of this number of samples taken and inspected, 3 samples did not meet the quality requirements of the applicable technical standard. The diesel fuel samples inspected did not comply with the quality parameter 'flash point', where the measured value of this quality parameter was 40.5 °C in one case and 45.5 °C in two cases (the minimum value when including measurement uncertainty is 53,0 °C). The other samples of diesel fuel inspected and analysed met the quality parameters laid down in the technical standard ČSN EN 590 - Motor fuels - Diesel fuels - Technical requirements and test methods, in relation to the requirements of Decree No 516/2020 Coll., on requirements for fuels and implementation of certain other provisions of the Act on Fuels.
Organic ingredients in fuels 
During the monitored period, the content of fatty acid methyl esters was inspected in 117 diesel fuel samples. The ethanol content of motor gasoline was inspected in 102 samples. No exceedance of the permissible upper limit for the content of bio-constituents was found in the laboratory analyses of the samples of motor fuels monitored.

Imposed measures

In March 2023, in one case the Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed a ban on the sale of fuels that did not meet the quality and composition requirements set out in the implementing legislation, special legislation and Czech technical standards. The measure was imposed on 11,261.71 litres of fuel with a value of CZK 396 412.19.
