The CTIA detected a "ball bomb" at the marketplace in Hřensko

(Ústí nad Labem, 13 June 2023) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority (CTI) engaged in an extraordinary inspection at the Hřensko marketplace, where it discovered pyrotechnics - the so-called "ball bomb" - on offer. This product may be sold to persons with professional competence only.
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On Friday, 9 June 2023 and Saturday, 10 June 2023, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, Inspectorate of the Ústí nad Liberec Regions, took part in an extraordinary inspection event in Hřensko, which was primarily focused on compliance with the obligations of economic operators arising from Act No. 206/2015 Coll., on pyrotechnic articles and their handling and on amendments to certain acts on access to, storage and handling of pyrotechnic articles (hereinafter referred to as the "Pyrotechnics Act"). The event, which was initiated by the Police of the Czech Republic - Department of Order Service of the Regional Police Directorate of the Ústí nad Labem Region, was attended by representatives of the Fire Rescue Corps of the Ústí nad Labem Region, the Pyrotechnic Service of the Police of the Czech Republic and the Czech Proof House for Arms and Ammunition. 

Within the extraordinary inspection action, the CTIA staff carried out a total of 6 inspections (3 inspections on 9 June 2023 and 3 inspections on 10 March 2023), during which, in addition to compliance with the obligations arising from the Pyrotechnics Act, compliance with the obligations of sellers under Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on Consumer Protection, was also inspected.

On 9 June 2023, within the above-mentioned inspections, one subject was sold pyrotechnic products of category F4 (in the number of 2 packs), which was a pyrotechnic product named "Pyrotechnics Ball Puma 45 mm RED PEONY", which may only be sold to persons with professional competence. Furthermore, in 4 packages, pyrotechnic products of category F3, when the pyrotechnic product was "DUM BUM midle". The inspection has not yet been completed due to further investigation. The entrepreneur will be obliged to provide documents on the nature of the point of sale where the pyrotechnic products were found at the time of the inspection (pyrotechnic products of categories F3 and F4 cannot be stored in a sales stand unless it has been approved as a sales room). The amount of the sanction will be decided in the administrative proceedings. 

Furthermore, misconduct of the sellers was found in the breach of Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on Consumer Protection, specifically the provisions of Article 11(1) (information about the product in the Czech language), Article 12 (proper informing of the consumer about the price) and Article 16(1) (issue a document upon the consumer's request). For the above violations, the inspected persons (in 4 cases) were sanctioned with an on-the-spot order in the total amount of CZK 12,000. 

In one case, suspected sale of products infringing intellectual property rights was detected and a total of 6 items of clothing (jacket, T-shirt, sweatshirt) were stored out of reach of the inspected person. The inspection in this case will be terminated only after a representative of the trademark owner confirms whether the seized products are counterfeit.
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
