CTIA inspected kitchen appliances

(Prague, 14 September 2023) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority has evaluated inspections aimed at assessing the electromagnetic compatibility of household kitchen appliances. In the first half of this year it inspected 8 products and found no violations of legal regulations.

Within the international ADCO EMC project, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an inspection action specifically aimed at assessing the electromagnetic compatibility of household kitchen electrical appliances. The audited entities were companies supplying kitchen products to the market. 

In the first half of 2023, CTIA carried out 8 inspections at 5 distributors, 2 manufacturers and 1 importer, where 8 products were inspected. No deficiencies were detected. 

Within this inspection action, 6 types of products were selected for technical testing aimed at assessing electromagnetic compatibility. The products were ETA Blendic Team II 401190030, DOMO DO461FR deep fryer, SENCOR SWF 1010BK waffle maker, REGULA B-4635 fruit dryer, SENCOR SHM 5207SS hand whisk and ECG ST 818 toaster.
