CTIA inspected closed motorcycle goggles: none of the four products inspected met the legal requirements

(Olomouc, 20 November 2023) In recent months, the staff of the CTIA Inspectorate of the  Olomouc and Moravia-Silesian Regions carried out an inspection of closed goggles for motorcycle and moped users. 

Closed goggles for motorcycle and moped users are an established product.  It is a protective device designed, manufactured and intended to protect the eyes/vision of the driver and co-driver of all motorcycles and mopeds when used on the road and in off-road sport or leisure activities (closed goggles), except for use in official races and competitions, specifically to protect against risks caused by mechanical impact and non-ionising radiation in the eye/vision area of the user. 

The objective of the inspection action was to verify whether the closed eyewear for motorcycle and moped users supplied on the Czech market meets the safety requirement. That is, the technical requirements set out in Regulation (EU) 2016/425 of the European Parliament and of the Council on personal protective equipment and repealing Council Directive 89686EHS (hereinafter referred to as "the Regulation") and Act No. 90/2016 Coll., on the assessment of conformity of specified products when placed on the market, as amended (hereinafter referred to as "the Act"). These are so-called selected products.

In total, five operators, three distributors and two manufacturers were inspected and four products were inspected. None of the products inspected complied with the requirements of the Regulation. For all the inspected operators, either a summary administrative procedure or an administrative procedure under the Act was initiated.

Two distributors did not verify that the product Sunway Weteran T10 Moto Glasses before supplying the product to the market: 

· bears the CE marking 

· the manufacturer and importer complied with the requirements set out in Article 8(5) and (6) and Article 10(3) of the Regulation (failure to display the name, registered trade name or registered trade mark and postal address of the manufacturer and importer on the product)

· is accompanied by the required documents (the manufacturer did not accompany the product with an EU declaration of conformity in the Czech language) 

· is accompanied by the instructions and information set out in point 1.4 of Annex II in the Czech language, with all the required information set out in the Regulation

 The product was purchased from a Polish economic operator. A third distributor has placed on the market a product, TXR glasses retro black, which he acquired from a Czech supplier who, according to the registered trademark affixed to the product, is its manufacturer. There are reasonable grounds to suspect that the product has not been assessed by the manufacturer in accordance with the established procedure. The product has been referred for investigation to the locally competent regional inspectorate of the CTIA, in whose jurisdiction the supplier/manufacturer of the product is located.
It was found that the first manufacturer inspected placed on the market a product, W-TEC Streamrust Moto Glasses, which it had acquired from a third country supplier who was the actual manufacturer. He had his registered trademark affixed to the product, thereby claiming to be the manufacturer of the product. The product has not been assessed by the manufacturer in accordance with the established procedure. A safeguard measure prohibiting the placing on the market was issued. 

The second manufacturer was found to have placed on the market a product, XRC Diamond White/Black Motocross Goggles, which he had acquired from a third country supplier who was the actual manufacturer. He had his registered trade mark affixed to the product, thereby claiming to be the manufacturer of the product. The product has not been assessed by the manufacturer in accordance with the established procedure. The manufacturer has taken voluntary measures and no longer places the products on the market. The CTIA will continue to require remedial action before any resumption of sales, in particular proof that the products have been assessed in the required manner and that their safety can be guaranteed.  

Inspections of specified products

As regards the inspection of specified products in general, i.e. products which pose a higher degree of risk to a legitimate interest, i.e. to the health, life or property of persons, the inspection by the CTIA is irreplaceable. This is an area on which, particularly in terms of product safety, the increasing attention of the CTIA is and will continue to be focused. This is an area where it is necessary to inspect whether the technical specification contained in a legal regulation, technical document or technical standard which sets out the required characteristics of the product is in order, such as:

· essential requirements in the field of product safety

· performance characteristics

· the requirements for its marking and labelling (type, model) under which it is sold

· the requirements for marking the product with information on the manufacturer or importer, as appropriate

· requirements for instructions, safety information, symbols

· requirements for the marking of the packaging

· procedures for assessing the conformity of the product with the legislation 

· manufacturing methods and processes affecting the characteristics of the products

· other requirements necessary for reasons of legitimate interest or consumer protection relating to the life cycle of the product after it has been placed on the market or put into service, or e.g. conditions of use and storage
In some cases, it is necessary to carry out sampling, to have the product assessed by a testing laboratory authorised to assess the type of product and other operations that the consumer cannot carry out himself.
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
