CTIA inspected textile products

(Prague, 8 August 2023) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority (CTI) has evaluated its inspections of textile products. During 2022 and 2023, it carried out 858 inspections and found violations of legal regulations in half of them. The results of the inspections confirmed that the shortcomings are usually found in incorrect labelling of textile products, but also in other matters related to the sale of textile products, which are regulated, for example, by the Consumer Protection Act.

In the period from 3 October 2022 to 3 March 2023, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out 858 inspections to verify compliance with the obligations imposed on economic operators by the Act 

634/1992 Coll., on consumer protection, or from Regulation (EU) No 1007/2011 of the European Parliament and of the Council on textile fibre names and related labelling of the material composition of textile products and other legislation regulating the sale of textile products. It found deficiencies in a total of 430 cases (50.1%).

As part of the control action, 14 samples of textile products were taken on the domestic market for laboratory testing. Each sample was taken from a different economic operator and the samples were subsequently sent to an accredited testing laboratory. The latter carried out tests to verify the correctness of the labelling of the textile samples tested in terms of the material composition data. Out of a total of 14 textile samples tested, only 4 samples passed.

Other deficiencies found were:

· Regulation (EU) No 1007/2011 of the European Parliament and of the Council on textile fibre names and related labelling of the fibre composition of textile products - 146 cases.

· Regulation (EU) No 2016/425 of the European Parliament and of the Council on personal protective equipment - 4 cases

· Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection - 420 cases

· legislation under the supervisory competence of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority - 152 cases, for example:

· 39 cases of violation of Act No. 22/1997 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Products (mostly Section 13(9), which regulates the conditions for placing specified products on the market)

· 15 cases of violation of Act No. 542/2020 Coll., on end-of-life products (most frequently Section 73, which imposes on the last seller the obligation to indicate separately from the price of new electrical equipment the costs of taking back, processing, recovery and disposal of waste electrical equipment)

· 15 cases of violation of Act No. 90/2016 Coll., on the assessment of conformity of specified products when they are supplied to the market (most frequently Section 9, which sets out the distributor's obligations before supplying products to the market)

· 8 cases of violation of Act No. 255/2012 Coll., on Control (Section 10(2), when the inspected person failed to comply with the obligations imposed)

· 8 cases of violation of Act No. 89/2012 Coll., Civil Code

· 8 cases of infringement of Act No 477/2001 Coll., on Packaging (Section 3(3), where the seller failed to comply with the obligation to provide the consumer at the point of sale of products with a plastic carrier bag at least at a cost equivalent to the cost of its acquisition, except for a very light plastic carrier bag)

In view of the results of the inspection action, where more than 70 % of the textile samples taken were found to be in error (false information on production concerning the material composition and the proportion of textile fibres used), the Czech Trade Inspection Authority will repeat the inspection action on the labelling of textile products. 

Measures imposed 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 299 fines totalling CZK 1 647 000 in this period. 
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
