Extraordinary inspection action by the CTIA in Lipno revealed violations of the ban on the sale of alcohol to minors

(České Budějovice, 28 August 2023) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority for the South Bohemian and Vysočina Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection action in the vicinity of the Lipno dam, focusing on compliance with the obligations of the Act on Health Protection against the Harmful Effects of Drugs.

The South Bohemian inspectors carried out 7 inspections of beach bars and refreshment establishments with the participation of persons under the age of 18. In 5 cases they found violations of the law, where in 3 cases alcoholic beverages were sold to persons under 18 years of age. Specifically, the sale of Mojitos and draft beers were involved. Other violations concerned failure to allow the declared quantity of the drink served to be measured, incorrect charging of CZK 10 to the detriment of the consumer, failure to issue a receipt for the purchase of the products with all the requisites and the absence of a sign prohibiting the sale of alcohol to persons under 18. 

"In four cases, the violation of legal obligations will be dealt with in administrative proceedings, in one case a fine was imposed by an on-the-spot order," said Mgr. David Hanousek, MBA.
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
